Mackintosh's domestic masterpiece where he was given
freedom to express his ideas on the integration of
architecture, decoration and firmiture.

DUMFRIES HOUSE
The Palladian mansion was constructed in the mid 1700s to
designs by the brothers, John, Robert and James Adam and is
today rencwmed for its unique collection of 18* century
rococo forniture.

THE BURRELL COLLECTION
Awarded Art Fund Museum of The Year 2023, it contains
medieval stained glacs and suits of armour, Flemich
tapesiries, oriental jades, Degas pastels, a Ming Dynasty table
and chair and paintings from the 15%to 20% centuries.
